Mental Health Services:


Children & youth, ages birth to 21 that experiencing emotional and/or behavioral problems qualify for outpatient mental health services.





The program may include individual, family, and group therapy depending on the need of the client. Home visits/field/school based services are available.





Interventions:


Early & Periodic Screening, Diagnosis, & Treatment (EPSDT), ages birth-21


Triple Positive Parenting Program, ages 5-15


Seeking Safety Therapy, ages 13-20


Trauma Focused Therapy, ages 5-18





Medication support is available. Our psychiatrist performs evaluations and prescribes medications on a timely basis.





Average length of services is from 6-12 months.  This can be extended on an as-need basis.

Substance Abuse Services:


Six-Month Treatment:


Youth ages 12 to 21, with alcohol and other drug use/addiction problems, are eligible for outpatient treatment and after-care services. 


     Interventions:


Individual and family counseling


Social skills support groups 


Sober Activities 


Urinalysis/drug testing


Average length of services is 6-9 months and can be extended beyond on an as-need basis. No specific eligibility is required.





Ten-Week Prevention Class:


Youth ages 12 to 21, at risk of alcohol and other drug problems, are eligible for psycho-educational classes. 


     Interventions:


      - 20 classes for 10 weeks


 No specific eligibility is required.





CARE-Vouchers:


Youth ages 12-20, experiencing an alcohol and other drug/addiction problem, qualify for a CARE voucher- referral to ANOTHER treatment agency of their choice. Cannot have Medi-Cal.
